2017 has been a busy year for our churchõs 
food closet ministry. Not only did we serve 
30+regular òcustomersó with 103 bags of food 
during office hours, we also gave out numerous bags on Friday nights at 
Celebrate Recovery and Sundays which were not written down.  

Thank you for your generosity in keeping our food 
closet stocked with financial and food donations! In 
November Crosswalk & AWANA had food drives and 
then in early December the Boy Scoutsõ Troop 19 col-
lected 649 pounds of food and $40 in dona-
tions. Pack 122 also brought their donations here as 
well adding 484 pounds and $2. In total, 1,160.6 
pounds of food and $42 in donations was collected.
