Global Outreach Prayer Update  
Enfoque de Misiones 
Clare & Donna Jewell 
ABWE - Church Planting 
The past few months have been very busy 
with lots of travel. In May, Clare spent 17 
days in Cameroon West Africa teaching 
church planting with a group of 35 pastors. 
This seminar is part of an overall training 
partnership established with Corban Uni-
versity. Please pray for Cameroon as the 
pastors are eager to plant churches, and 
this country is ripe for a church planting 
movement focused on reaching lost peo-
ple. At the same time, there is political 
unrest that could divide the country.  
 
In early June, Clare spoke at a church and menôs retreat in Anchorage, 
Alaska. He also met with the leadership team to discuss the possibility 
of planting a church. There are over 100 languages spoken in the pub-
lic high schools of Anchorage, and the church is very interested in 
reaching out to people groups in their sphere of influence. They are 
currently working through a demographic study to help determine the 
best approach and strategy. Prayer is needed! 
 
At the end of June, Clare and Donna participated in the GARBC annual 
conference in Maryland. Clare had the opportunity to speak about 
church planting and revitalization on several occasions. There was a 
very positive response, and pastors are stepping forward to rethink 
how they can more actively engage their churches in the great com-
mission. 
 
We also want to express our thanks to our prayer and financial part-
ners. We have quite a few family members going through various 
struggles. Your prayers have made a difference. We have also been 
blessed financially. Because of the increase we received from Bethany 
Baptist and another supporting church, we are now at 100% support. 
This is a great help as we seek to increase our capacity to plant 
churches, raise up leaders, and reach various ethnic groups. Thank 
you!!!
